IMPLEMENTATION OF MULTI-FACTOR
AUTHENTICATION (SINGLE SIGN-ON
ACCOUNTS)

There is a high incidence of compromised
Single Sign-on accounts at the University.
The sector overall has seen a general rise in
cyber activity, which caused serious damage
to systems at two universities earlier this
month. Early indications highlight that weak
authentication played arole in allowing
cyber malefactors to conduct activity which
resulted in significant operational impacts
from ransomware.

In order to achieve areduction in such
incidents, anyone with a SSO account
will be expected to adopt multi-factor
authentication. It will be delivered in two
stages.

First factor: The current Webauth login
page will be replaced with an Oxford-
branded Microsoft login page; this will
change thelook and feel. The user’s
password remains the same. However,
the username must be entered in the
format unit1234@OX.AC.UK. All users
will experience this change at the same
time on 10 November.
