Changes in Regulations

Council has made the following
changes to regulations, to come into
effect on 4 March.

(a) Curators of the Sheldonian Theatre
and Curators of the University Parks

Explanatory Note

The Curators of the Sheldonian Theatre
and the Curators of the University Parks
have a similar remit in making decisions
about the running of a University
facility. The proposed changes bring the
term of office for Congregation-elected
and Council-appointed curators in line
with other University committees,
reducing this from 6 years to 4 years,
and amend the ‘receive and apply any
net income’ clause to make the remit
and requirements clearer. For the
Curators of the Sheldonian Theatre

the proposed changes also clarify that
the Vice-Chancellor may appoint an
individual to act as chair; add an option
to co-opt up to 2 additional members;
and delete the clause relating to
appointment and removal of staff.

Explanatory Note

The proposed allocation of the Rodney
Porter Building to the Department of
Chemistry will allow for the further
relocation of the two CDTs and, in

Department of Chemistry activity
within the Science Area.

Within Chemistry’s current allocation
of space in the Inorganic Chemistry
Labs (ICL) is the Siemens Oxford
Molecular Imaging Laboratory
(SOMIL), which contains equipment for
handling radioisotopes used for PET
and SPECT imaging. SOMIL is based
on the ground floor of the ICL, directly
beneath Reuben College’s proposed
dining hall space on the first floor. Due
to the nature of the work undertaken

in SOMIL, its location directly beneath
Reuben College’s dining hall has given
rise to a proposal to relocate the facility.
Relocation of SOMIL is a future project
on the Minor Capital Plan. Relocation
from the existing ICL will allow for a
future college refurbishment project.

Text of Resolution

That approximately 1,541 sqm net
usable area (NUA) within the Rodney

(OfS) published a Statement of
Expectations for preventing and
addressing harassment and sexual
